A $500 scholarship will be presented to a Renaissance High School graduating senior meeting the
following criteria:

¢ Has made a commitment to continue his/her higher education upon completion of high school
graduation.

To qualify, the applicant must be a full-time student, meeting graduation requirements (verified by the
Renaissance High School contact person).

A member of the Clarkston Coalition for Youth Coalition or their designee will
present it.

The recipient of the scholarship shall contact the Clarkston Coalition for Youth with within six weeks of
notification of the award to make arrangements to receive the scholarship. The $500 scholarship will be
paid by check to the institution upon the recipient’s proof of registration or enrollment in a post high school
educational/vocational training program.

The recipient must meet all of the above requirements.
